(Russia alone lost over 20 million people; some 6 million Jews died in Nazi extermination and concentration 
camps.)  It was the most important event in the entire 20th century; the whole world was altered because of this 
war.  At war's end, the top Nazis captured were all put on trial in Nuremberg, Germany, starting in the fall of 
1945.  These trials were followed closely throughout the entire world.  The questions then and now: Were these 
trials simply a form of "Victors' Justice" or were they justified by international laws?
